Where
necessary, the standings after the swiss rounds will still be used to determine final order in
the standings. Top 8 rounds have no time limits. Top 8 players will play with the same decks
they registered in single elimination best 2 of 3 game matches.

Random deck checks will occur during the swiss rounds as well as complete deck checks of all Top 8 players
before the single elimination rounds begin. Details for the Modern Constructed format are available at the
Wizards of the Coast website and it is the responsibility of each player to be familiar with all rules and policies.
Deck lists are required and will be collected during opening announcements. Constructed decks must contain a
minimum of sixty cards. There is no maximum deck size; however, you must be able to shuffle your deck with
no assistance. If a player wishes to use a sideboard, it must contain exactly fifteen cards. With the exception of
basic land cards, a player's combined deck and sideboard may not contain more than four of any individual card,
counted by its English card title equivalent. All cards named Forest, Island, Mountain, Plain, and Swamp are
basic land cards.

For clarification of any information about the event, we will defer to the official DCI rulings and regulations. On
the day of the event, the head judge is the final authority on all tournament rulings. For any information on
Wizards of the Coast, the DCI, Magic: The Gathering, the Floor Rules, or sanctioned tournaments - please visit
their website at http://www.magicthegathering.com.
